All 296 volumes
of bound material, covering the period 1672-1737, are presented in digitised format. Many early English newspapers
have otherwise been lost, making this collection an invaluable resource for a range of research topics, forming a
comprehensive mine of political and religious information of the period, and of the contemporary reactions to it.
